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Championship Eligibility News

1. Post Event Scrutineering

This is a necessary and worthwhile exercise; It is not constructive or helpful to
think that you may be above it. The Championship Regulations require that
the HVIF form is carried with the vehicle at all times - Article 8.6(a). It is
acceptable to have the colour photo copied originals, but they must be carried
with the vehicle!

2. Modifications.

For Category 1 & 2 vehicles, any modification must be proven to have been
used in rallying in the period to that particular make and model.

Category 3 vehicles can only run to period-homologated specification. Items
not specifically detailed on homologation papers must be as used in rallying in
the period on that particular make and model.

3. Component Sealing.

Please remember that there is a requirement of the Championship
Regulations to have provision for the sealing (Wire Locking) of major items.
This includes engine, gearbox and differentials — Article 8.5.

4, Roll Cages

There are still a number of vehicles that have triangulation roll cage
extensions taken off the front legs of the cage. This has not been proven to
be a period modification.

It is not good enough to remove the bulkhead fixing bolts or to use a single
hacksaw cut whilst still leaving the additional tube members in place. The tube
members must be fully removed.

Also on the subject of triangulation there are a number of cars with very
complex spare wheel carriers fitted. The carriers start from the front
suspension mountings and proceed to the front of the vehicle. Load carrying
in more ways than one! Period proof please!

5. Switchgear

There are still instances of steering column switches not being of a period
part. Switches must be as used in period to that make and model of vehicle —
e.g. MK5 indicator/wiper switches on a Mk2 Escort are not acceptable!

6. Side Windows

A number of vehicles are running with Perspex side windows fitted with slider
type openings. This modification needs to be proven to have been used in
period to that make and model of vehicle.



7. Brake Bias Adjuster
The adjuster must be positioned so that it cannot be adjusted by the Driver or
Co/Driver when normally seated. The normal place to mount it is level with the
front roll cage leg or dash.

8. Porsche

a. | have noticed that a number of Porsches are running with a hydraulic
timing chain tensioner arrangement. This system is fed by the engine oil
pressure system and is easily identifiable by an oil feed pipe going into each
timing cover. | am reliably informed that this was introduced by Porsche
around 1984. It therefore falls well outside category 1,2 and 3 vehicles. As
always documented evidence would be required to prove this modification, or
off it comes!

b. Exhaust systems. As some of you may know there was a protest
lodged against a competitor regarding his Category 2’'s exhaust system. The
system in question was removed for inspection as was another system from a
Category 1 Porsche. Both systems are to be inspected and a decision will be
made in the near future. | would suggest that if you are being offered a
system with the assertion that it is legal, | would not part with your money until
the outcome of the inspection is published.

C. The rear suspension adjustable rear spring plate as fitted to Category 1
Porsche 911s is also under investigation.

Competitors not complying with Items 4, 5,6 (and 8 .c. if proven to be
non period) will be given until Scrutineering on th e Mid Wales Stages
on 28" June to remove the offending items.
